He is
the author or co-author of nine books and is widely published in journals, many of which have been
translated into other languages. Jock has spent times as a visiting academic in the UK, Canada, the
Netherlands, Sweden and the United States and has consulted to the OECD, ILO and the Australian
and NSW governments.
